-Tournament standard dress is required on Sunday:Tailored trousers, long sleeve
predominately plain coloured shirt buttoned at the wrist, Bow Tie, Waist Coat, dark
socks & dress shoes must be worn for all matches.

Failure to comply with any of these conditions will result in forfeiture of the game.
-Entries (limited to 71) & memberships only accepted online. Players must be
contactable from details listed in entry or application and not through a second party,
otherwise entry may be null and void.

DRESS SHIRT

Long sleeve
predominately plain
coloured dress shirt/blouse
with full buttoning down
the front & collar suitable
for the wearing of a
necktie or how tie.

TROUSERS

Full length traditional
tailored dress trousers -
intended to be worn with a
suit.

Dark, predominately plain
coloured.

FOOTWEAR

Formal shoes of a style
that is befitting whilst
wearing a suit.
Loafers and men’s dress
boots are permitted but
must have a traditional
heel profile.

DRESS SHIRT

Shirts/blouses must be
tucked into trousers and
long enough to ensure this
is the case throughout the
entire duration of the
match.
